There is growing concern about teenagers’ exposure to
irresponsible sexual information. In response to this, ECSAF
designed a Sexual-Abuse-Preventive Program geared
towards junior secondary school students. It incorporates a
variety of multi-media contents such as computer games and
animations to stimulate their learning interests. The objectives
of the program are to help students build a proper attitude
towards puberty, strengthen their interpersonal skills, learn to
respect others and protect themselves from sexual abuse.

Between 1 July 2015 and 30 June 2016, 11,881 students of 98
secondary schools participated in the program.

Since it is vital to provide adequate sex knowledge to high school students, ECSAF cooperates with a
mobile phone applications development company, in order to stimulate students’ interest in sex education.
This is achieved by using games designed to help students learn about love, sex and what constitutes
sexual assault. The games also help them explore ways to protect themselves against sexual abuse and
develop the right and smart attitudes towards sex. In June 2016, four schools were invited for trial runs of the
app game and the students’ response was very encouraging.

The “ECSAF Sex Education Week” is a five-day interactive program where primary students watch animated
films and play online games on the Sex Education Week website to enhance their learning. We had started
the trial run of this program in July 2015. Six schools participated the program last year, reaching 1,151 lower
primary and 833 upper primary students. The feedback from students and teachers has been positive. The
program was launched officially in September 2016.

In preparation for launch of the program, we have published a booklet “Preventing and Handling CSA in
School” for teachers, counsellors and social workers in primary schools aiming to increase their awareness of
the need for preventing child sexual abuse in schools. From October 2015 to February 2016, 4,776 copies of
the booklet were sent out to all primary schools in Hong Kong.

ECSAF’s “Hugline” service was started in January 2000. This includes
providing case referrals and counselling services when necessary.
From the commencement of the service until June 2016, “Hugline”
has received more than 11,850 calls.

A total of 441 calls were received by “Hugline” last year (another 349
follow up calls) and among them, 94 (21%) were suspected Child
Sexual Abuse (CSA) cases. Other calls include enquiries about
ECSAF (224, 51%) and CSA (73, 17%) were also received.

Of the 94 suspected CSA cases, sexual abuse involving physical contact accounted for the largest
proportion, 67% (see Chart 7). 54% of the victims were touched on their private parts (see Chart 8).
Among cases not involving physical contact (26%), 55% involved indecent exposure by abusers or
forcing the victims to expose themselves; 17% involved video-shooting of the victims; 10% involved
verbal sexual abuse; showing victims obscene printed matter or pornographic videos and sexual abuse
through internet each accounted for 7%.

With the assistance of the Security Bureau and Home Affairs Department, 6,000 copies of “Sexual
Conviction Record Check Scheme” leaflets were placed at the 20 Home Affairs Department Public Enquiry
Service Centers for public access from April to October 2016. The Health Information Section, Family Health
Service of the Department of Health, starting from July 2016 helped to place the leaflets at their
headquarters and 31 Maternal and Child Health Centers with the aim to introduce the Scheme
to parents. In addition, through our Sexual-Abuse-Preventive Programs, seminars and public education
activities, about 20,000 leaflets were distributed to the public last year.
