ECSAF Sex Education Week Campaign is different from our Sexual-Abuse-Preventive Program conducted in our Mobile
Classroom. The week long Campaign aims at helping the students learn more about sex education through a variety of
activities, including animation films, games books, display of banners and exhibition boards.

The making of teaching materials is in progress and we target to launch the Campaign in 2012.

The Primary 1 to 3 Program that takes place in a mobile classroom is the first Sexual-Abuse-Preventive Program launched
by ECSAF. Its interactive multi-media approach makes this program an interesting learning experience. This program
provides children information and instruction on social skills that they need to protect themselves from sexual abuse.
Since October 2001, we have had 171,512 students participating in this program.

From 1 July 2010 to 30 June 2011, the mobile classroom visited 139 primary schools, reaching16,431 students in 640
sessions.

Last year, 530 teachers helped to evaluate this program. All respondents (100%) marked their ratings sheet “Satisfied”
or “Very Satisfied” with “Facilities inside the Mobile Classroom’, “Design of the Program” and “Performance of Education
Officers" This indicates that this program is well accepted by schools in Hong Kong.

In 2004, The Chinese University of Hong Kong conducted a survey entitled “Study on Adolescent Sexuality and Peer
Sexual Abuse in Hong Kong"(Tang 2004). The findings of this survey indicated a growing incidence of peer sexual abuse
in secondary schools. As a result, ECSAF specially designed a sex education program for junior secondary school students.

A variety of multi-media tools such as computer games and animated films are adopted to boost the learning interest of
students. The program focuses on teaching students the proper attitude towards puberty, interpersonal skills between
the genders, and how to respect others and protect oneself from sexual abuse.

The program trial-run began in October 2004 and was launched in September 2005. There were 119 secondary schools
and 19,992 students participating in the program from 1 July 2010 to 30 June 2011. Program evaluation was performed
by 440 teachers: all marked their ratings sheet “Satisfied” or “Very Satisfied” with “Performance of Education Officers” 99%
marked “Satisfied” or “Very Satisfied” with “Design of the Program”and “Setting of Activity Room” The positive feedback
from the schools was very encouraging.

Of the 93 suspected CSA cases, sexual abuse with physical contact rated highest — 77% (refer to Chart 7). 48% of the
victims were touched on their private parts and 16% involved other physical contacts (including being forced to touch
the abuser’s private parts, kissing private parts, etc,) (Refer to Chart 8).

Among the cases of non-physical contact (15%), 50% involved indecent exposure by abusers or getting the victims to
expose themselves; 15% involved voyeurism and showing victims obscene printed matters or pornographic videos,
respectively.

Some cases involved more than one type of sexual abuse.

Last year, ECSAF social workers handled 93 cases of suspected CSA by providing immediate emotional support and
information. Of the 93 cases, 20 cases were followed up by the Family and Child Protective Services Unit (FCPSU) of the
Social Welfare Department (SWD).
