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Chairperson's Message
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ECSAF is committed to help protect youngsters under the
age of 18 from sexual abuse. We believe a key component
of our work is to increase public awareness of the issue and
help them recognize the importance of children protection.

We continue to design and organise sexual abuse
prevention programs that support students of all ages and
learning abilities. The outbreak of COVID-19 resulted in
the government suspending operations of all schools in
early 2020. We have therefore not been able to provide
onsite services. Under the circumstances and following
the principle “suspending classes without suspending
learning” , we produced educational videos and articles for
sharing on social media to keeping creating awareness of

child sexual abuse (CSA) among students and the public.

Last year, we had made several submissions to the
Education Bureau, highlighting the importance of and need
for incorporating sex education in the regular curriculum
in schools. We also urged the Education Bureau to review
and revise the “Guidelines on Sex Education in Schools”

to address the current social and cultural realities in Hong
Kong. We believe that sex education plays an important role
in the healthy development of children and youngsters, both

physically and mentally.

Due to the rapid social changes and the impact of the
pandemic, we have been faced with a series of challenges.
| would like to express my deep sense of gratitude to our
sponsors, donors and the public for the generous support
to the Foundation, and also to the volunteers who selflessly
contribute their personal time. | would also like to thank our
dedicated team of board members, subcommittee members
and staff members. Building upon our founding spirit, we will
continue to work relentlessly while moving with the times, to
provide children and youngsters with relevant services and
protect them from CSA.

Due to the outbreak of COVID-19, the Education Bureau announced
suspension of schools starting from February 2020.

Due to insufficient social and self-protection abilities, the number of reported cases of sexual
assaults against mentally handicapped children is increasing constantly. ECSAF has therefore
designed a sex education program for students with mild to moderate intellectual disability.
Through inspirational games, animations, puppet shows and a variety of multi-media tools,
students learn how to protect themselves against sexual abuse and respect others.

A trial-run began in June 2007 and the program was launched in September 2008. From 1 July
2019 to 30 June 2020, 555 students in 15 special schools participated in this program.

In 2004, The Chinese University of Hong Kong conducted a survey titled "Adolescent Peer Sexual Abuse
in Hong Kong" (Tang, 2004). The findings of this survey indicated that the incidence of sexual abuse
by peers in secondary schools was growing. As a result, ECSAF designed a Form 1 to 3 Students' Sex
Education Program specifically for junior secondary school students.

A variety of multi-media contents such as computer games and animations are used to stimulate the
interest in learning about sex. The objectives of the program are: to help students building a proper
attitude towards puberty, to enhance interpersonal skills with people in both gender, to learn to respect
others and to protect themselves from sexual abuse.

Other than the mobile classroom, ECSAF also provides "ECSAF Sex Education
Week" Program for primary schools in Hong Kong. The ECSAF Sex Education
Week has two sets of content: lower and upper primary. It aims to provide
another channel for students to experience, deliberate and develop proper
attitudes towards sex through a series of different activities over the week.
Last year, seven schools with 1,795 lower primary and 1,516 upper primary
students participated in this program.

This year, the ECSAF Sex Education Week website has been upgraded, and
students can now use tablets and mobile phones to access the website.
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ECSAF started the “Hugline” service in January 2000 which provides case referrals and counselling services when
necessary. From the commencement of the service until June 2020, “Hugline” has received 12,529 calls.

A total of 113 calls were received by “Hugline” last year (besides 86 follow up calls) and among them, 28 (25%)
were suspected Child Sexual Abuse (CSA) cases. Enquiries about ECSAF (56, 50%), CSA information (10, 9%)
and sex-related questions (7, 6%) were also received. In addition, we funded 12 sessions of counselling service for
victims and their family members.

Of the 28 suspected CSA cases, sexual abuse involving physical contact accounted for the largest proportion (71%,
Chart 7). 56% of the victims were touched on their private parts; 20% involved contact of other body parts (Chart 8).

Among cases involving non-physical contact (29% of the total), 36% involved indecent exposure by abusers or
forcing the victims to expose themselves. Video-shooting of the victims, voyeurism, sexual abuse through internet
and verbal sexual abuse accounted for 14% each. Showing victims obscene printed matter or pornographic videos
accounted for 8%.
