In2004, The Chinese Universily of Hong Kong conducied a survey lilled "Sludy on Adolescent Sexuality and
Peer Sexual Abuse in Hong Kong® (Tang, 2004). The findings of this survey indicated that the incidence of

sexual abuse by peers in secondary schools was increasing.
As a resull, ECSAF specially designed a Sexual-Abuse-
Preventive Program for junior secondary school students.

A variety of multi-media tools such as computer games and
animated films are used to trigger Interest of the studanis in
the subject. The program focuses on teaching students aboul

lhe proper allilude towards puberty, interpersonal skills for

Trial-runs began in Oclober 2004 and the program was
launched in September 2005.

Mentally handicapped children are often unable to
resist sexual abuse because they lack underslanding
of the situation. ECSAF has, therefore, designed
a sex education program specifically for mentally
handicapped students suffering mild or moderate
infellectual disability. An inspinng teaching approach
and a variety of mulli-media instruments such as
animation. puppel shows and games are used lo
guide the participants how to protect themselves

against sexual abuse and respecl olhers.

A trial-run began in June 2007 and the program
was launched In September 2008. Between 1 July
2014 and 30 June 2015, 1,475 sludents from 17
special schools participated in this program. Resulls
of a sunvey carmied out for evaluating the program
were very positive, Last year, 74 teachers evaluated
the program and all of them were "Satisfied® with
"Performance of the Education Officers” while 95%
were "Satisfied" with "Design of the Program” and 92%

were "Salisfied" with "Setling of the Activity Room".
