With the assistance of the Security Bureau and Home Affairs Department, 6,000 copies of “Sexual
Conviction Record Check Scheme” leaflets were placed at the 20 Home Affairs Department Public Enquiry
Service Centers for public access from April to October 2016. The Health Information Section, Family Health
Service of the Department of Health, starting from July 2016 helped to place the leaflets at their
headquarters and 31 Maternal and Child Health Centers with the aim to introduce the Scheme
to parents. In addition, through our Sexual-Abuse-Preventive Programs, seminars and public education
activities, about 20,000 leaflets were distributed to the public last year.

ECSAF made a submission to the Subcommittee and
recommended that the Government should increase manpower, enhance public education, training
of social workers, educators and police, so that victims of child abuse can receive timely and appropriate

services.

The Labour and Welfare Bureau had prepared a draft Children Proceedings (Parental Responsibility)
Bill aiming at putting in place a “parental responsibility model” through legislation and implementing the
recommendations of the Law Reform Commission Report on Child Custody and Access and conducted a
public consultation for this purpose.
