Our Sexual-Abuse-Preventive Program for
Form 4 to Form 6 students has been launched
successfully this year. Years of preparations
have gone into this project to make sure we
convey the relevant message, in a format that
draws attention of students of that age group.
Together with our programs for lower forms
and primary schools, as well as for the mentally
handicapped, we now have a comprehensive
set of programs to cover students of all ages
and learning abilities.

The ECSAF sex education week, launched last
year as one of our education initiatives, has
really taken off and has received enthusiastic
support from schools.

We are aware of the increasingly common
occurrence of foreign domestic helpers taking
care of young children and have therefore
published and distributed a new pamphlet
called “Yes, you can protect children from Child
Sexual Abuse”, in different languages. The
Labour Department and employment agencies
will distribute these leaflets to raise the helpers’
awareness of the need for protecting children
from sexual abuse.

Our community outreach work is very diversified
as not only do we have community educational
carnivals in different districts but we also make
use the media and electronic means to reach
out to the general public.

And our Hugline, manned by social workers,
continues to offer relevant advice to the
public, especially parents, victim of abuse
as well as survivors of abuse.

We could not have done all this without the
support of our sponsors, our donors and the
general public, as well as our dedicated team of
staff members, board members, sub-committee
members and volunteers.

In 2004, The Chinese University of Hong Kong conducted a
survey titled “Study on Adolescent Sexuality and Peer Sexual
Abuse in Hong Kong” (Tang, 2004). The findings of this survey
indicated that the incidence of sexual abuse by peers in
secondary schools was growing. As a result, ECSAF designed
a Sexual-Abuse-Preventive Program specifically for junior
secondary school students.

A variety of multi-media content such as computer games and
animations are used to stimulate interest in learning about sex.
The objectives of the program are to help students build a proper
attitude towards puberty, harness interpersonal skills to interact
with members of the same and opposite sex, learn to respect
others and to protect themselves from sexual abuse.

From 1 July 2016 to 30 June 2017, 14,581 students in 121
secondary schools participated in the program.

ECSAF aims to provide a tailor made sex education program to high school students, and as well as
boosting students’ learning interest. With the tablets sponsored by Samsung Electronics H.K. Co.,
Ltd., and the cooperation with a mobile applications development company, ECSAF explores ways of
using computer games in this new sex education program. The games suggest students how to set
an intimacy baseline in a relationship, recognize what constitutes sexual assault and explore ways to
protect themselves from sexual abuse.

After 8 years of preparation, Form 4 to 6 Sexual-Abuse-Preventive Program was successfully launched
at a press conference held at Buddhist Wong Wan Tin College, Mei Lam Estate in Tai Wai on 6 July
2017. Famous artists Ms Miriam Yeung, Ms Fiona Sit, Mr Jim Chim and Clinical Psychologist Ms Annie
Ho, all of whom had contributed to the production of this program, together with ECSAF President Ms
Siao Fong Fong, Mr Yip Wai Yee, Principal of the College and around 30 students, officiated at the
ceremony. Each of the guests used a hammer to break the apple-shaped ice statue which symbolizes
that teenagers must resist sex temptations decisively.

On that day, the guests were divided into two groups and students were led to play the computer
games using tablets. Besides, Clinical Psychologist Ms Annie Ho answered the students’ questions
related to sex in the discussion session.

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ECSAF started the “Hugline” service in January 2000. This includes providing case referrals and
counselling services when necessary. From the commencement of the service until June 2017,
“Hugline” has received more than 12,080 calls.

A total of 231 calls were received by “Hugline” last year (besides 258 follow up calls) and among
them, 66 (29%) were suspected Child Sexual Abuse (CSA) cases. Other calls include enquiries
about ECSAF (91, 39%), CSA information (17, 7%) and sex related information of the children and
youngsters (27,12%) were also received.

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Of the 66 suspected CSA cases, sexual abuse involving physical contact accounted for the largest
proportion, 76% (Chart 7). 65% of the victims were touched on their private parts (Chart 8). Among
cases not involving physical contact (24% of the total), 54% involved indecent exposure by abusers
or forcing the victims to expose themselves and video-shooting of the victims; 19% involved showing
victims obscene printed matter or pornographic videos; voyeurism, verbal sexual abuse and sexual
abuse through internet accounted for 9% each.

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Last year ECSAF handled 66 cases of suspected CSA by providing immediate emotional support,
information, medical check-up and counselling services to victims and their families. Of the 66 cases, 19
were referred to the Family and Child Protective Services Unit (FCPSU) of the Social Welfare Department
(SWD) for professional counselling and long-term follow-up service.

The ECSAF counselling service became operative in November 2000. Last year, we funded 78 sessions
for three abusers (under the age of 18), 14 victims and their families. Counselling took place at three
convenient locations in Hong Kong. Three psychologists specializing in child sexual abuse were hired
under contract arrangements for providing counselling to victims and to help them overcome trauma, to
rebuild their self-confidence and to guide the parents in dealing with the incident.
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As an advocate of a safe and abuse-free environment for minors in Hong Kong, ECSAF calls upon
people with goodwill in the community to participate in actions related to providing education needed
to uphold children’s rights and respect their dignity.

disabled in Kwa| Chung, was accused of sexuaHy ting ‘a woman with a mental disability under his
care. The Department of Justice dropped charges on the ground that the victim was unfit to testify due to
post-traumatic stress disorder and intellectual challenges. When denying Cheung'’s application to the court
to claim legal costs from the prosecution, the judge reprimanded him, saying that it was the luck of the
defendant but a misfortune to the victim or society that the charge had to be dropped. This case had aroused
strong public response. ECSAF also felt concerned and issued a statement on 19 October 2016 to urge the
relevant government departments to take action in order to enhance the protection of mentally incapacitated
persons.

The Review of Sexual Offences Sub-committee of the Law Reform Commission (LRC) published a consultation
paper on “Sexual Offences Involving Children and Persons with Mental Impairment” in November 2016. This
was the second of the four consultation papers issued or to be issued by the Sub-committee as part of its
overall review of substantive sexual offences. ECSAF has welcomed the review and agrees with most of the
recommendations regarding sexual offences involving children. ECSAF had submitted its comments to the

LRC in February 2017.
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ECSAF continued to have the support from the Home Affairs Department and the Family Health
Service of the Department of Health. Our “Sexual Conviction Record Check Scheme” (the Scheme)
leaflets have been placed at all Home Affairs Enquiry Centres and the Maternal and Child Health
Centres for the benefit of the public. In addition, through our Sexual-Abuse-Preventive Programs,
seminars and public education activities, about 20,000 leaflets were distributed to the public last year.

A new leaflet “Yes, you can protect children from CSA” designed specifically for foreign domestic
helpers was published in order to raise their awareness of the need for protecting children from sexual
abuse. The leaflet is in four languages, including Chinese, English, Indonesian and Tagalog. We
have sent 51,150 Indonesian, 51,150 Tagalog and 2,600 English leaflets to the Labour Department
for being included in information packs for domestic helpers. The Labour Department will distribute
the information packs through employment agencies in Hong Kong from June to November 2017,
and through information kiosks from June 2017 to April 2018.These leaflets were also placed in all
the Maternal and Child Health Centres for the parents also.

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Research
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Apart from sex education program which aims to teach youngsters under 18 how to protect themselves
from sexual abuse, we believe parents play a vital role in imparting to their children proper knowledge
about sex. To understand the parents’ perspectives on child sexual abuse, ECSAF had commissioned
the Public Opinion Program of the University of Hong Kong to conduct a survey on “Parents of Primary
School Students Survey: Knowledge of Child Sexual Abuse Prevention” from 13 April to 12 May 2017 and
508 case were recorded. Professor Monit Cheung of the Graduate College of Social Work, University of
Houston was invited to present the data analysis and the survey results at a press conference held on 4
July 2017.

The survey showed that about 60% of the parents said they had gained sufficient knowledge about child
sexual abuse prevention while the survey also revealed that there still were some misconceptions. For
example, about 70% of respondents said that “There would be wounds or other physical injuries on the
body of a sexually abused child” while in reality there are many cases where no wounds can be found.
In addition, 33.9% of respondents agreed that “Perpetrators of child sexual abuse are mostly strangers”,
but in fact most perpetrators are known to the child victim. Prof. Cheung suggested that parents should
learn more about the misconceptions on child sexual abuse in order to protect their children.

In the survey, 41.5% of the respondents had one or more than one live-in domestic worker and 16.8%
identified domestic workers (local or foreign) as the major caregivers for their children. In this context,
ECSAF has published and distributed leaflets in four languages (Chinese, English, Indonesian and
Tagalog) to domestic workers, in order to teach them how to protect the children under their care.
