It
was launched in September 2004 and it targets at 10 to 12-year-olds. This program takes an inspiring teaching
approach and uses a variety of multi-media to illustrate and discuss both physiological and psychological
changes during puberty. Students are reminded to respect their own bodies as well as those of others. This
program also helps students develop proper attitudes towards sex and teaches them how to avoid sexual abuse.

Due to insufficient social and self-protection abilities, the number of reported cases of sexual assaults against
mentally handicapped children is increasing constantly. ECSAF has therefore designed a sex education program
for students with mild to moderate intellectual disability. Through inspirational games, animations, puppet shows
and a variety of multi-media tools, students learn how to protect themselves against sexual abuse and respect
others.

A trial-run began in June 2007 and the program was launched in September 2008. From 1 July 2018 to 30 June
2019, 1,858 students in 29 special schools participated in this program.

In 2004, The Chinese University of Hong Kong conducted a survey titled “Study on Adolescent Sexuality and
Peer Sexual Abuse in Hong Kong” (Tang, 2004). The findings of this survey indicated that the incidence of
sexual abuse by peers in secondary schools is growing. As a result, ECSAF designed a Sexual-Abuse-Preventive
Program specifically for junior secondary school students.

A variety of multi-media contents such as computer games and animations are used to stimulate the interest in
learning about sex. The objectives of the program are: help students build a proper attitude towards puberty,
enhance interpersonal skills with people of both genders, learn to respect others and to protect themselves from
sexual abuse.

During adolescence, youth have different concerns
about relationships and sex. In order to enhance the
learning interest of secondary school students, ECSAF,
in cooperation with a mobile applications development

company, explored the use of computer games in the new sex education program. The games teach students
how to set boundaries of intimacy in a relationship, recognize what constitutes sexual assault and explore ways to

protect themselves from sexual abuse.

Other than the Sexual-Abuse-Preventive Programs, ECSAF also
provides “ECSAF Sex Education Week™ Program for primary
schools in Hong Kong. The ECSAF Sex Education Week is for
all primary students. It has two sets of content, for lower and
upper primary. It aims to provide an additional channel, so that
students can experience, think and participate more through a
series of different sex education activities over the week. Last
year, 5,673 lower primary and 5,155 upper primary students in 22
schools participated in this program. Every student was provided
a personal account for online games. In order to encourage
participation in the online games, ECSAF set up a reward for the
highest participation rate which helped motivate students to play.

ECSAF started the “Hugline” service in January 2000. This includes
providing case referrals and counselling services when necessary. From the
commencement of the service until June 2019, “Hugline” has received 12,431 calls.

A total of 146 calls were received by “Hugline” last year (besides 126 follow up calls) and among them, 51 (35%)
were suspected Child Sexual Abuse (CSA) cases. Enquiries about ECSAF (67, 46%), sex-related questions (12,
8%) and CSA information (9, 6%) were also received.

Of the 51 suspected CSA cases, sexual abuse involving physical contact accounted for the largest proportion
(79%, Chart 7). 38% of the victims were touched on their private parts; 27% involved contact of other body parts
(Chart 8).

Among cases involving non-physical contact (21% of the total), 59% involved indecent exposure by abusers or
forcing the victims to expose themselves; 24% involved video-shooting of the victims and 12% involved voyeurism.
Sexual abuse through internet accounted for 6%.
