And the defendant had betrayed the trust that was on him
by the parents and the school. ---in making my findings and also in passing sentence, the
court is perfectly aware that an order of custodial sentence and an order of conviction
would have disastrous consequences both to his personal and professional life. Yet,
the Court’s sympathy could must not lie with the defendant himself. The defendant has
