We provide information on
sex and sexual abuse through schools and online platforms to
increase awareness of children and young people about ways
of self-protection and to increase public awareness of child
sexual abuse.

Last year, COVID-19 continued to affect Hong Kong students
due to suspension of face-to-face classes in schools in the
first half of the last academic year. After that, the Education
Bureau allowed face-to-face classes for half of the day as the
pandemic situation stabilized. In order to adapt to the situation
and continue our work to protect students by providing sex
education, ECSAF has added an online version of its sex
education programs and started conducting programs in
school halls and classrooms instead of the mobile classroom.

Apart from offering sex education programs to students
ECSAF is also being invited for holding seminars and talks
to parents and teachers by different organizations, such as
Family Health Service of the Department of Health, Guidance
and Discipline Section of the Education Bureau, The Education
University of Hong Kong, and Hong Kong Sports Association
for Persons with Intellectual Disability. At the same time, we pay
special attention to child sexual abuse cases in the society and
strive to protect the entire next generation, covering all sectors
of the community.

ECSAF, similar to other NGOs, is facing various types of
challenges due to the impact of the pandemic, the economic
and social environment. | would like to express my sincere
gratitude to our sponsors, our monthly donors, the public
and volunteers who support us without asking for any return.

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Last year, under the impact of COVID-19, the Education Bureau
suspended face-to-face classes and later announced that
schools could be resumed but only for half day classes. In order
to adapt to the changes, we offered online lessons to students.
We also adjusted to conduct our programs at venues provided
by schools instead of our mobile classrooms. During the period
1July 2020 to 30 June 2021, we provided 387 sessions for 10,187
students in 73 primary schools.

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In 2004, The Chinese University of Hong Kong conducted a survey
titled “Adolescent Peer Sexual Abuse in Hong Kong” (Tang, 2004). The
findings of this survey indicated that the incidence of sexual abuse by
peers in secondary schools was growing. As a result, ECSAF designed
a Form 1to 3 Students” Sex Education Program specifically for junior
secondary school students.

A variety of multi-media contents such as computer games and
animations are used to stimulate inferest in learning about sex. The

In order to enhance
the learning interest of secondary school students, ECSAF, in cooperation with a mobile applications
development company, has explored the use
of computer games in the new sex education
program. The games teach students how to
set boundaries of infimacy in a relationship, RPBREHNAMERE
recognize what constitutes sexual assault ‘
and explore ways to protect themselves from
sexual abuse.

It aims
to provide another channel for students to deliberate upon and develop proper atfitudes towards sex through
a series of different activities over the week. Last year, ten schools with 2,326 lower primary and 2,882 upper
primary students participated in this program.

(61%, Chart 7). 31% of cases were that of sexual abuse through infernet; 25% involved indecent exposure by
abusers or forcing the victims to expose themselves (Chart 8).
