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Due to inadequate social skills and ability to protect themselves, the number of reported cases
of sexual assaults against mentally handicapped children is constantly on the rise. ECSAF has
therefore developed a specialized sex education program for students with mild to moderate
intellectual disabilities. Through inspirational

games, animations, puppet shows and various

multimedia tools, students learn how to protect
themselves against sexual abuse and respect
others. From 1 July 2023 to 30 June 2024, the
program reached 1,381 students across 21
special schools.

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In 2004, The Chinese University of Hong Kong conducted a survey titled “Adolescent Peer Sexual
Abuse in Hong Kong” (Tang, 2004), unveiling a troubling increase in incidents of peer sexual abuse
within secondary schools. In response, ECSAF developed a Form 1 to 3 Students’ Sex Education
Program with the goal of fostering healthy attitudes towards sexuality among junior secondary
school students.
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The program incorporates a range of multimedia elements, including
computer games and animations, to engage students in learning about
sex. Its core objectives are to help students develop a healthy attitude
toward puberty, improve their interpersonal skills across genders,
foster respect for others and empower them with

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Our “Hugline” service has been operational since January 2000, offering case referrals and counseling
services as needed. From its inception until June 2024, “Hugline” has received 13,081 calls.

In the past year, “Hugline” received 163 calls (excluding 27 follow-up calls), with 24 (15%) suspected Child
Sexual Abuse (CSA) cases. Other inquiries included ECSAF-related matters (73, 45%), CSA information (41,
25%), and other enquiries (25, 15%).

Over 88% of the abusers were acquainted with the victims, with 56% being friends/classmates and 12%

being family members (Chart 5). Among family members, step-fathers/mother’s boyfriends were the
most common abusers, accounting for 67% of the total (Chart 6).

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Of the 24 suspected CSA cases, sexual abuse involving physical contact accounted for the largest proportion
(70%, Chart 7). Among the victims, 48% had their private parts touched, 22% encountered contact with
other body areas, and 11% were subjected to intercourse, rape, oral sex, or anal intercourse (Chart 9).

For cases involving non-physical contact (28% of the total), video-shooting and sexual abuse through
internet were the most common, each comprising 36%, while 19% involved indecent exposure by
abusers or forcing victims to expose themselves (Chart 8).
