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President’s Message
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20 years ago, we visited schools in Hong Kong to enquire about the possibility of implementing sex education.
The response of both principals and teachers was rather cold. It strengthened our conviction that sex education
was urgently required in schools.

We took the initiative to develop sex education programs tailored to different age groups and sent them to
schools for review. These initiatives immediately received positive feedback, with schools allocating both time
and space to encourage student participation. After more than 20 years of hard work, we have reached 1,000,991
students from primary school to high school, including those with intellectual disabilities. Sadly, our work is far
from over as the children we have been able to help are merely drops in a vast ocean.

According to the 2024 Social Welfare Department Child Protection Registry Statistical Report, over the past
decade sexual abuse cases have increased dramatically by 75.7%. This does not include children who are violated
by family/friends and do not report the incident. The youngest victim was less than one year old.

Sexual coercion and virtual sexual abuse of children in the current online environment is becoming out of control.
One in every 20 teenagers faces the most severe forms of online sexual harassment and is forced to engage in
some form of online sexual behavior. Some even have suicidal tendencies after being sexually abused by toxic
friends met through social media.

Educating children to protect their bodies should start at a young age; the rising numbers, helpless children,
anger and endless pain is frustrating. High officials and educated elites were not born yesterday and should know
better. What kind of suggestion is “When adolescents date and feel sexually aroused, they could play badminton
together”?

Why doesn’t the government have a forward-looking sex education policy?

ECSAF has been providing the “Hugline” service since January 2000. Case referrals and counseling
services are offered as follow-up actions when necessary. From the commencement of the service until
June 2025, “Hugline” received a total of 13,174 calls.

In the past year, “Hugline” received 122 calls (excluding 49 follow-up calls), of which 29 (24%) were
suspected cases of Child Sexual Abuse (CSA). Other calls included inquiries from youngsters on sexual
matters and other issues (41 calls, 34%), requests for CSA-related information (23 calls, 19%), and other
general inquiries (29 calls, 23%).

Among the 29 suspected CSA cases, 87% involved female victims (Chart 1). The highest incidence of
abuse was observed in the 7 to 9 age and 13 to 15 age group, each accounting for 23% of all cases (Chart 2).

Of the 29 suspected CSA cases, incidents involving physical contact were the most common type of abuse,
accounting for 53% (Chart 7). Within this group, 50% involved touching private parts, 15% involved sexual
intercourse/rape/oral sex/anal intercourse, and 12% involved contact with other body parts (Chart 9).

Non-physical contact accounted for 43% of cases. The most common forms were indecent exposure by
abusers or forcing victims to expose themselves (33%), followed by video-shooting (29%) (Chart 8).
